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Defibrillator
debuts at FHN

On January 4, 2005,
FHN made history with
its first-ever implanted
defibrillator at the new
Judy and Virgil Bocker
Cardiovascular Center.

Dr. Jeff Smith from
Rockford Health
System (RHS) per-
formed the 30-minute
procedure with no
complications. “We are
so fortunate to have a
collegjal relationship
with RHS,” explained
Ginny Aulik, clinical
leader for Cardio-
Pulmonary at FHN. “Dr.
Smith is just one of the
cardiology staff from
RHS that has helped
bring advanced
procedures to FHN.”

After the defibrillator
implant was complete,
the patient remained in
the hospital overnight
for observation.

Introduced in
humans in 1980, and
approved by the Food
and Drug Administra-
tion in 1985, the
implantable defibrilla-
toris used to detect
and stop serious
ventricular arrhythmias
and restore a normal
heartbeat in people
who are at high risk of
sudden death. M

FHN opens new cardiovascular center

Heart disease. It's the leading cause of
deathin lllinois. And up until now, getting
complete cardiac care meant driving to
Rockford or Madison, or visiting a mobile unit
that pulled into town a few times a week.

In November 2004, FHN unveiled the Judy
and Virgil Bocker Cardiovascular Center at FHN
Memorial Hospital. The new 3,780-square-foot,
state-of-the-art center is a multi-purpose, all-

digital lab. It houses
one X-ray/procedure
room, six patient bays,
a waiting room, check-
in area, consultation
room and laboratory
services. In a nutshell,
it’'s complete cardiovas-
cular care and support
in one centralized
location.

Local philanthro-
pists Judy and Virgil

Bocker, who recently were honored by the FHN
Heart of Memorial Trust with the Trust’s annual
Heart of Gold Award, donated a significant
amount to the funding of the new center. “We
feel honored to be able to contribute to a
facility that does so much for our community,”

said Virgil Bocker. “This new center will change
the lives of so many people. We are thrilled to

be a part of it.”

The technology offered in the new center

peripheral studies including
angiograms, heart
abdominal studies,w carotid antiograms,
pacemaker insertions and interventional radiology.
In addition, this system allows physicians to see
the vessels and anatomy of the heart, as well as
the finest vessels all the way to the fingertips.

To date, procedures including cardiac
catheterizations, permanent pacemaker place-
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catheterization,

ments, peripheral vascular
stent placements and
implantable defibrillators
(see sidebar) have been
performed on 79 patients.
“The community has
really embraced the new
center,” explained Ginny
Aulik, clinical leader for
CardioPulmonary at FHN.
“We have been very busy
and our volumes reflect
that. In addition, many

patients and friends from the community have
dropped by just to see how beautiful our new
cardiovascular centeris.”

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Bariatric breakthrough

She never considered herself small.
At six feet, two inches tall, how could
she? And the word “average” wasn’t one
she ever used when describing her size.
But there was a time when she was
healthy and trim for her height.

Robyn Schoonhoven, customer
service team leader at FHN's central
business office, says childbirth, a high-
stress management job, and not taking
time for herself are the main factors that
contributed to her weight gain over the
course of many years. And other than
knowing she was overweight, her only
real complaints about the weight gain
were a sore back and tired feet. “l was
never a person who was uncomfortable
with how | looked,” explained
Schoonhoven. “Self confidence has
never been an issue for me—no matter
what size I've been.”

She doesn’t want people to think
she was “okay” with being obese,
however, and laughs when she lists all
the diet plans and medications she’s
tried over the years. “You name it, I've
tried it,” chuckled Schoonhoven. She is
very aware of the health risks associated
with obesity and admits she knew she
had a problem with her weight. But it
wasn't until her primary care provider
explained that her blood sugar levels
were on the rise and she would probably
end up with diabetes that Schoonhoven
faced making one of the biggest deci-
sions of her life.

A definition and a cause

Morbid (severe) obesity is a disease
that affects approximately eight to 10
million people in the United States and is
not curable by medical therapy, dieting or
medication. Morbid obesity is defined by
a person being 100 or more pounds over
their Ideal Body Weight (IBW).

Many people think obesity is simply
a result of overeating. Although true for
people with certain eating disorders or
glandular abnormalities, it’s not that
simple. Ongoing research shows that,
once established, obesity is almost
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impossible to control by dieting. Unfortu-
nately, medical weight loss programs—
diet, exercise, drugs and behavior
modification—fail in at least 95 percent
of morbidly obese patients, no matter
how hard they try. For people who fit into
this category, the National Institutes of
Health recognizes surgery as the only
therapy to have long-lasting effects.

Services offered at FHN

FHN has been performing Roux-en-Y
Gastric Bypass surgery on morbidly obese
patients since February 2003. To date,
24 surgeries have been performed and
over 2,000 pounds have been shed.

Led by Dr. PK Bhatnagar, the bariatric
services team at FHN is a group of health
professionals dedicated to the assess-
ment and treatment of individuals with
excess body weight. “At FHN, our goal is
to help patients achieve and maintain a
healthy weight and to minimize or
eliminate health and lifestyle problems
associated with obesity,” explained
Margie Kochsmier, RN case manager and
bariatric coordinator. “Our team includes
physicians who specialize in obesity and
nutrition, behavioral psychologists,
surgeons, registered nurses and regis-
tered dietitians. Our work with patients is
a collaborative effort aimed at creating
an individual treatment plan that meets
the needs of the patient.”

Dr. Bhatnagar added, “FHN’s bariatric
surgery program is an option for seriously
obese individuals who are able to
document 12 consecutive months of
weight-loss attempts and are at least
100 pounds overweight (or at 200
percent of their ideal body mass).
Intensive patient education and screen-
ings are required prior to surgery, includ-
ing a comprehensive physical assess-
ment, as well as psychological and
nutritional evaluation.”

Schoonhoven has contributed 130
pounds to the group total after gastric
bypass surgery last April. “It was nota
decision that was made overnight,”
explained Schoonhoven, “but it was the
right decision for me. Within the first four
months | lost 67 pounds. The program

taught me how to eat and, more
importantly, why | ate

the way I did.”
Ironically, part of —ut.

Schoonhoven’s job at FHN is \
to do insurance pre-approvals for RS
bariatric surgeries. In addition to this, she
has become part of the bariatrics team,
and along with Kochsmier, stays involved
with patients well after they've
completed their surgery.
Kochsmier explained, “We have
monthly support meetings facili-
tated by an FHN dietician and
certified support group leaders, like
ourselves. Robyn and | recently attended
atwo-day seminar by Bariatric Support
Centers, International, where we learned
the latest techniques on how to help
bariatric patients maintain success after
surgery,” she said. FHN also offers
informational sessions for patients
interested in bariatric services, and
issues a quarterly newsletter for them.

Follow up

So how is Schoonhoven doing nine
months post-op? “I feel great! | have
started a regular exercise program four
times per week, and [ am cross country
skiing again. It’s so nice to have the
energy to do the things | have always
enjoyed,” explained Shoonhoeven. “l also
love shopping—which | have to do pretty
often. If  buy something that fits oris a
bit snug, it's usually hanging on me within
a month.”

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Many people are plagued by worries of a dangerous or even fatal
illness. This is especially true if a condition is hereditary - if family members have
suffered from or been lost to a certain malady. Now, FHN offers five health screens
designed to identify potentially serious problems early so they can be dealt with
proactively, often before they become symptomatic or dangerous.

PS Proactive Scan health screens include:

CTLung Scan - Nearly 90% of lung cancer cases are caused by smoking. If you
are a smoker now or used to be one, this may be a very important screen for you.
It's also a good test for those exposed to second-hand smoke, occupational
hazards, or anyone experiencing increased coughing, shortness of breath, or
wheezing. It's a fast, painless, accurate way to detect lung cancer much earlier than
a traditional x-ray.

Female Pelvic Ultrasound - This scan usually takes less than 30 minutes, and is
especially appropriate for women with a family history of colon, breast, or ovarian
cancer. Those who have not had children and are approaching menopause, have
unusual menstrual bleeding, or who have had long-term estrogen-replacement
therapy may also want to consider this screening. Ovarian cancer is one of the
deadliest female cancers, since symptoms often go unnoticed until it has reached
an advanced stage, when five-year survival rates can be as low as 30 percent. This
scan can help detect problems when treatment options have much greater
potential for success.

Abdominal Aortic Artery (AAA) Ultrasound - AAA is one of the most dangerous types
of aneurysms and yet often goes undetected because there are no symptoms. This
screen can spot dangerous bulges in the critical artery long before they become life-
threatening. Those with family histories of aneurysms, current or former smokers,
diabetics, and those with high blood pressure or elevated cholesterol (LDL) levels
are good candidates for this test.

CT Calcium Scoring Heart Scan - This painless test detects calcified plague in the
arteries, sometimes called hardening of the arteries, and is done in the Imaging
Department. Studies show over 85% of heart attacks might be prevented if heart
disease conditions leading up to them were diagnosed early. If you have a family
history of heart disease or other risk factors, this test can help.

1 CTVirtual Colonoscopy - A breakthrough in screening procedures, this test
does not require passage of an endoscope through the colon. Safe and simple,
it takes less than 30 minutes and may be especially important for those who
are current or former smokers, have previously had cancer, have a history of
polyps, have a high-fat diet, or use alcohol (moderate or heavy consumption).
Colon cancer is the second leading cause of cancer deaths in the U.S. —but it
can be treated, and potentially even prevented, through early detection.

Assess your risks today

Think about your family history and personal lifestyle choices. Then determine if
one of these advanced medical screening tests, which use some of the most
state-of-the-art equipment in the region, could help set your mind at ease. If
